Air Handling, Water Treatment & Plumbing Systems ς SMT 
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Xcel Energy is replacing natural gas lines in downtown St. Paul for the St. Peter Natural Gas Project. 
Construction began in June 2019, and Xcel Energy anticipates project completion in early October 2019.  
  
The natural gas project is being completed by Xcel Energy to ensure continued safe and reliable natural gas 
service in downtown St. Paul.  
  
Crews continue to install the natural gas line, replace natural gas service lines to locations along the route, 
and restore previous work areas to the conditions required by permits. Current activities are in progress in 
St. Peter Street, between 4th and 7th streets.
