This was  my  inaugural  attendance  at  the  BOMA International   

convention , hosted  in Nashville  Tennessee.   I have  never  visited   

Nashville  and  I found  it to  be  much  like Las Vegas .   The streets  

were  crowded  with  pedal  pubs  sporting  bridal  parties  shouting   

to  music  blasted  from  pedal  pub  speakers .   Every downtown   

bar  was  competing  to  be  the  loudest  music  venue  heard  in the  

street  and  pedestrian  traffic  overflowed  the  sidewalks .    Out  of   

all  the  music  venues  to  choose  from,  I missed out  on  the  only   

one  that  I had  an  interest  in experiencing  first hand éééDave   

Ketcham  singing  Karaoke  to  òForever in Blue Jeansó.   I will never  forgive  myself  for  missing out  on  a  once  in a  

lifetime  event .   

  

Since I am  unable  to  share  details  of  the  òKetcham performanceó, I offer  the  following  abridged  notes  from  

meetings  with  topics  that  I found  pertinent  to  St. Paul: 

  

Wisconsin BOMA  is tackling  a  òBig Box taxation  issueó.   Land  owners  who  own  parcels  with  big  box  tenants  

and  land  leases are  fighting  to  be  taxed  on  land  value  only  vs the  value  of  the  improvements  to  the  land  

and  the  lease  value .    We need  to  be  aware  of  the  outcome ; the  issue may  visit Minnesota  soon . 

  

BOMA  Kansas City  discussed  the  development  and  implantation  of  a  Transportation  Development  District  

(TDD), a  fund  created  to  pay  for  the  street  car  system that  serves downtown  Kansas City .   Those being  

served  by  the  street  car  pay  for  the  implementation/service .  The concept  is being  challenged  since  too  few  

people  are  paying  large  fees for  a  service  they  believe  should  be  spread  out  over  more  building  owners . 

  

Denver  recently  had  success changing  laws that  made  it undesirable  for  developers  to  construct  condos  

due  to  òconstruction defect  lawsó.   Downtown  Denver  is now  hoping  that  the  change  in the  law  will help  

spur development  for  condos  and  encourage  more  home  ownership .   Minnesota  had  a  similar law  in place  

that  discouraged  developers  from  building  condos  due  to  excessive  liability  and  long  term  exposure  to  law  

suits.  Fortunately,  the  Legislature  passed  a  law  in the  last session that  provides  some  relief  to  developers  and  

we  may  see a  uptick  in this market . (Click  here )  

  

Denver  also has a  òGreen Roofó proposal  currently  being  vetted  that  would  require  buildings  greater  than  

25,000 square  feet  to  have  a  green  roof  program  in place  within  the  next  five  years .  This is another  issue that  

may  be  discussed  in Minnesota  in the  near  future .  I will offer  more  detail  once  I complete  some  due  

diligence  on  the  topic . 

  

A notable  point  of  interest ; Russia won  its first TOBY award .   Quite  a  feat  for  a  part  of  the  world  that  doesnõt 

typically  have  the  same  building  requirements  that  the  US does .  This shows the  strong  interest  In BOMA  on  a  

international  basis.   

  

My last comment  is regarding  a  topic  we  can  all  find  value  in.   While  attending  the  Board  of  Governors  

Meeting,  recognition  was  given  to  those  that  participated  in the  Home  Depot  program  for  BOMA  

members .  From June  2016 to  June  2017, BOMA  members  enrolled  in the  program  spent  almost  $167 million,  

of  which,  2% of  purchases  ($3.3 million)  was  rebated  to  those  members  and  $80,000 was  rewarded  to  local  

BOMA Associations  based  upon  their  memberõs total  purchases  within   the  program .    

  

In summation,  the  conference  was  an  informative,  memorable,  and  worthwhile  event  and  I hope  for  a  

repeat  performance  by  Dave  next  year  that  I will be  certain  not  to  miss.

As reported in the Star Tribune in early June (click here for article),  

BOMA is leading an initiative to create a comprehensive security  

plan for downtown St. Paul.  As part of a larger project called the  

Downtown Vitality Vision, security is an important component,  

so BOMA formed a task force that includes a broad cross-section  

of the building and business community, law enforcement, the Community Ambassadors, 

and St. Paul City and Ramsey County representatives.  Together, this task force will, 
 

ÅManage an RFP process that hires a security firm to conduct a threat analysis and 

completes a comprehensive security plan for downtown, 

ÅIdentify solutions that focus on skyways, street level, parking facilities, and public 

spaces, 

ÅCreate a downtown environment as safe as anywhere in the Twin Cities. 
 

The final security vendor is expected to be selected by early August with a completed plan 

submitted to the task force before the end of the year. 

How bad is the national debt problem?  How will it impact the U.S. economy and 
businesses?  What is the likelihood that Congress will resolve this issue, soon?  Please join 
Greater Saint Paul BOMA, the Minneapolis Regional Chamber of Commerce and the Saint 
Paul Port Authority as they host a luncheon that will touch on these questions and explore 
this very important topic. 
 

 Former Minnesota Congressman, Tim Penny, has been a 
 leader on this issue for many years.  He will lead a 
 discussion on the national debt. Joining him on a panel is 
 Professor Christopher Phelan, the Chair of the University 
of  MN Economics Department. The panel will be moderated 
 by Twin City Public ¢ŜƭŜǾƛǎƛƻƴΩǎ Richard Eisenberg.  In 
 addition to his work with TPT, Rich has edited and reported 
 on finance topics for Money magazine, Yahoo!, and USA 
 Today.  
 

The program will be held on September 27th at the University of Minnesota McNamara 
Center.
